rejected management’s
recent offer. He said the
current offer was not com-
patible with the Labour
Court recommendations, as
previously agreed with
management.

The offer from management
involved 5-9 tier structures,
payment of the allowance
would cease, and they agreed
to review the system.

Allow me to detail a few
lecturing requirements I believe should be de-
manded of academic faculty members:

() Specks English with a degree of Fluency(not
a foreign tourist standard).

(2) Knows his/hir subject well enough not
simply to refer to the relevant part of a textbook or
set of notes; but also to answer student questions

perhaps not directly related to the module in
question.
(3) Has a particular logical order to his/her
notes and that these are at all times legible.
(4) Knows how to operate an overhead projector
without obscuring student’ vision of it or making it
otherwise difficult for students to transcribe notes.
